	In LTE V2X, only blind HARQ retransmissions are supported. As a result, every transmission opportunity reserved by a TX UE are supposed to be used. However, in NR V2X, transmission resources reserved will be skipped by TX UE if no retransmission is needed based on positive HARQ feedback. Hence, the “sl-reselectAfter” shall not count those transmission opportunities which are not used due to HARQ feedback. As the value is only configured in 1 to 9 in RRC spec, this is very easy to be mis-triggered.

For example, resource re-selection will be triggered whenever a retransmission resource reserved but not used due to HARQ ACK, if n1 is configured for sl-ReselectAfter. This is definitely not the correct behavior. Also, in NR V2X, it would difficulty to take re-transmission into account for this, considering all the features of PSFCH, pre-emption/re-evaluation, etc. 
Based on RAN1 LS R1-2108438, RAN1’s understadning of this issue is as follow:
“Only if none of the resources of a grant in a resource reservation period is used for (re)transmission, no matter whether they are indicated in SCI, it shall be counted towards one of consecutive unused transmission opportunities to trigger resource reselection”.
Based on the above understanding, the fix is to clarify that each unit of this value is incremented by 1 when “none of the resources of a SL grant in each resource reservation period is used”.
