The following NOTE was captured in 5.22.1.2a

NOTE 3:	It is left for UE implementation to reselect any pre-selected but not reserved resource(s) during reselection triggered by re-evaluation or pre-emption indicated by the physical layer.
However, apparently the part above is missing in the captured NOTE. It leads to misunderstanding since 1) on the one hand, for the resource that is indicated for re-evaluation, the resource reselection is mandatory, i.e., not up to UE implementation (as captured in the normative text below already); 2) on the other hand, the NOTE literally seems to be contraditory, i.e., saying the reselection for re-evaluation (i.e., for the “any pre-selected but not reserved resource(s)”) is not mandatory but up to UE implementation. While the truth is, the target resource is the ones “which is still in the identified resource set after Step 1”, i.e., the resources which are not indicated for re-evaluation/premption by the PHY layer.
