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1 Introduction
The establishment cause used by a relay UE to establish its own connection as a result of a connection establishment triggered by the remote UE has been a topic of discussion in RAN2 for several meetings.  At last meeting, a majority of companies supported the following recommendation [1]:  

Recommendation 3-1: RAN2 further discuss to select between using existing or new cause value for relay UE to establish/resume an RRC connection due to a connection of remote UE, without introducing new AS-layer signalling from remote UE to relay UE.
In this contribution we propose a compromise solution which has the advantages of both options mentioned on the recommendation.

2 Discussion
2.1 Establishment Cause Used by the Relay UE

From RAN2 perspective, a new establishment cause allows the gNB to control access by a relay UE which is triggered entirely for the purposes of relaying and would be preferrable.  One limitation with the use of a new establishment cause, however, is that the network may be unable to distinguish accesses at the remote UE that should be considered as higher priority, such as when the remote UE attempts an emergency access, or a re-establishment following a HO or RLF.  For these specific cases, it may be for the relay UE to also use a high priority establishment cause.  
The relay UE is able to determine the establishment cause included in the remote UE’s RRC message, since the remote UE sends the message on SRB0.  Therefore, we think a solution where a dedicated cause value is used in all cases except when the remote UE’s cause value is for high priority/emergency can result in the ideal tradeoff of remote UE differentiation and priority access.  For the later case, rather than using the new cause value, the relay re-uses the cause value indicated by the remote UE.
Proposal 1:
A new Establishment/Resume cause value (e.g., remoteUEAccess) is introduced for a relay UE access triggered by a remote UE access.
Proposal 2:
The relay UE uses the cause value received from the remote UE when the access should be prioritized (i.e., emergency, highPriorityAccess, mps-PriorityAccess, mcs-PriorityAccess) otherwise, it uses the new cause value. 

3 Conclusion
In this contribution, the following conclusions were made on the establishment cause of the relay UE:

Proposal 1:
A new Establishment/Resume cause value (e.g., remoteUEAccess) is introduced for a relay UE access triggered by a remote UE access.

Proposal 2:
The relay UE uses the cause value received from the remote UE when the access should be prioritized (i.e., emergency, highPriorityAccess, mps-PriorityAccess, mcs-PriorityAccess) otherwise, it uses the new cause value. 
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
