	For HD-FDD only UEs, when the cell does not support HD-FDD mode, the cell is considered as barred due to the cell not supporting RedCap. In this case, the UE should be allowed to reselect another cell in that frequency, to comply with the following RAN2#117e agreement:
UE should consider IFRI as “allowed” when i) cell does not indicate support for RedCap UEs.

For 1Rx/2Rx RedCap UEs, if the corresponding barring bit in SIB1 is set to barred, the cell is considered as barred and the UE should perform barring according to IFRI indication.

These two cases are not correctly reflected in the current RRC spec.
