For Rel-17 QoE configuration, only MN can configure QoE configuration to UE in MR-DC. It is being specified in the draft of TS 38.300 as follows:

QoE Measurement Collection Activation and Reporting

The feature is activated in the gNB either by direct configuration from the OAM system (management-based activation), or by signalling from the OAM via the 5GC (signalling-based activation), containing UE-associated QoE configuration. One or more QoE measurement collection jobs can be activated at a UE per service type, and each QoE measurement configuration is uniquely identified by a QoE reference. When the UE is configured with MR-DC, only the MN can configure the QoE configuration.


Meanwhile, for Rel-17 QoE reporting, UE should use leg of MN (i.e., SRB4). That is, support of NR-DC is not fully discussed in Rel-17 QoE. Taking into account NR-DC is one of the important commercial deployment scenarios for 5G networks, it is planned to support QoE measurement in NR-DC in Rel-18. Accordingly, the WID for Rel-18 QoE [2] specifies:

The detailed objectives of the work item are as follows:

· Specify to support for QoE in NR-DC, e.g. enable QoE reporting via SN [RAN3, RAN2].
· Specify the QoE configuration, and measurement reporting over MN/SN for NR-DC architecture, and specify the QoE measurement reporting over the other DC leg in order to maintain the reporting continuity.
Note 1: The QoE measurements are not performed separately for each leg.

· Support RAN-visible QoE and radio related measurement configuration and reporting in NR-DC scenarios.

· Specify the QoE measurement continuity in mobility scenarios in NR-DC.

· Specify the alignment of QoE measurements (including legacy QoE and RAN visible QoE measurements) and radio related measurement in NR-DC.

As the leading working group of the objective above, RAN3 has reached the following agreement in the last RAN3 meeting (i.e., RAN3#117e), which has impact to RAN2:

	Agreements in RAN3#117e:
· RAN3 should discuss and clarify the scenarios for QoE reporting transmitted over SN. Which SRB can be used for QoE reporting in SN depend on RAN2.



There are several options for SRB to be used for QoE reporting via SN. For example, split SRB, SCG bearer, SRB3, or a new SRB can be considered and discussed in RAN2. However, we think it highly depends on the scenarios for QoE reporting over SN, which will be discussed and clarified in RAN3 as highlighted above. The needs/scenarios for QoE reporting over SN should be and will be crystal-clear by RAN3, and then RAN2 can find a proper solution on it.

Proposal 1.  RAN2 discusses which SRB is used for QoE reporting over SN, after RAN3 clarifies needs /scenarios for QoE reporting over SN.
