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	Reason for change:
	Currently, TS 38.321 5.22.1.2b is specifying UE-B's resource re-selection behaviours when UE-B received resource conflict indication and the conflicted resource is indicated by the physical layer as specified in clause 8.1.4B of TS 38.214. However, clause 8.1.4B of TS 38.214 is talking about UE-A's behaviours on how to determine a resource conflict for UE-B and will not report anything to higher layers. 

Actually, specifying UE-B's physical layer behaviours on determining a conflicted resource and reporting it to higher layers is captured in TS 38.213 clause 16.3.1 as follow:

TS 38.213 16.3.1
A UE that transmitted SCI format 1-A, indicating one or more reserved resources in a resource pool enabled by inter-UECoordinationScheme2, attempts to receive associated PSFCH with conflict information in a resource pool with PSFCH resources that the UE determines as described in clause 16.3.0. If the UE determines presence of a resource conflict based on conflict information in a PSFCH reception, the UE reports the resource conflict to higher layers

If the MAC entity has been configured with Sidelink resource allocation mode 2 to transmit using pool(s) of resources in a carrier as indicated in TS 38.331 [5] based on full sensing, or partial sensing or random selection or any combination(s), the MAC entity shall for each Sidelink process:
1>	if sl-interUECoordinationScheme2 enabling reception/transmission of a resource conflict indication is configured by RRC; and
1>	if the next resource of the selected sidelink grant which has been indicated by a prior SCI is overlapped with conflict resource(s) indicated by the physical layer as specified in clause 8.1.4B16.3.1 of TS 38.214 [7]38.213 [6]:
2>	remove the resource from the selected sidelink grant associated to the Sidelink process;
