Discussion  
IUC with non-preferred resource set 
RAN1 made agreement on the reply LS to RAN2 on IUC with Non-preferred Resource Set at RAN1 #110bis-e meeting.
	Agreement
The draft LS reply in R1-2210482 is endorsed.
Final LS reply to RAN2 LS in R1-220578 on IUC with non-preferred resource set in R1-2210582


  
R1-2210582 contains the following responses from RAN1.
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As it’s confirmed by RAN1 that it’s a possible scenario in which UE B receives IUC Scheme 1 non-preferred resource set from UE A, but UE B does not perform sensing in the resource pool associated with the non-preferred resource set, e.g., UE B performs mode 2 random resource selection, etc.
RAN1 cannot conclude whether or not UE-B performs resource exclusion based on non-preferred resource set and asks RAN2 to take this into account for RAN2’s future works on this possible scenario. 
When UE B receives IUC Scheme 1 non-preferred resource set from UE A and UE B does not perform sensing in the resource pool associated with the non-preferred resource set (e.g., UE B performs mode 2 random resource selection, etc.), there is no candidate resources provided from PHY and MAC has to select resources randomly from the resource pool. In this case, MAC may consider excluding the non-preferred resource set received from UE A.
Proposal 1. RAN2 may discuss if the non-preferred resource set is excluded by MAC for resource selection when UE B receives IUC Scheme 1 non-preferred resource set from UE A and UE B does not perform sensing in the resource pool associated with the non-preferred resource set.
Default CBR for Release 16/17 normal pool 
RAN2 made the following agreement for default CBR at RAN2 #119bis-e meeting [2].
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For case 3, we don’t see a good reason to treat Release 16 normal pool and Release 17 normal pool differently. Therefore, it should be consistent between Release 16 normal pool and Release 17 normal pool with supporting or not supporting default CBR.  
Proposal 2. RAN2 may decide either supporting or not supporting default CBR for both Release 16 normal pool and Release 17 normal pool.
Conclusion

IUC with non-preferred resource set 
Proposal 1. RAN2 may discuss if the non-preferred resource set is excluded by MAC for resource selection when UE B receives IUC Scheme 1 non-preferred resource set from UE A and UE B does not perform sensing in the resource pool associated with the non-preferred resource set.
Default CBR for Release 16/17 normal pool 
Proposal 2. RAN2 may decide either supporting or not supporting default CBR for both Release 16 normal pool and Release 17 normal pool.
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Tn RAN2#118-¢ meeting, RAN2 discussed the inter-UE coordination scenario in which UE B
receives IUC Scheme 1 non-preferred resource set from UE A, but UE B does not perform
sensing in the resource pool associated with the non-preferred resource set, ¢.g. UE B performs
mode 2 random resource selection, etc. For this case, RAN2 has the following questions:

QI: Is the scenario described above a valid scenario or not?

Reply to Question 1: The scenario described above is a possible scenario.

RANT would like to provide answer to the following question:

Q2: Ifthe answer to Q1 is yes, does resource exclusion based on non-preferred resource set needs
to be performed by UE B or not?

Reply to Question 2: There is no consensus in RAN1 on whether, or.not UE-B performs resource
exclusion based on non-preferred resource set.
