However, it is not clear that 1 second rule apply also in this case. Can the UE assume that the configuration before fullConfig is not relevant and, because of that, there is no need to resend UAI even 1 second rule would apply?

Our view is that the resending of UAI does not make too much sense in case of full configuration. Of course that the UE may trigger the UAI again according to the new configuration but always resending seems not necessary while the NW clear all previous configuration. We propose to clarify that the UE should not resend UAI based on 1 second resend rule in case the handover command include fullConfig.
