For the sl-EgressRLC-ChannelUu and sl-EgressRLC-ChannelPC5, the applicability of these egress channels over Uu and PC5 are not detailed i.e., whether a certain channel is applicable to L2 U2N relay UE or L2 U2N remote UE. Furthermore, details on which of the egress channels are applicable for uplink and downlink are not captured. In addition, in sl-MappingToReleaseList, the details of the release as to which bearer mapping is to be released and applicability to the L2 U2N remote UE is not mentioned.
