This contribution aims to solve the RIL X005 with clarifications on the conditions for additional RLC bearer release.
2	Discussion

For NR sidelink communication, additional sidelink RLC bearer release is initiated in the following cases:
1>	for sidelink DRB, the release conditions are met as in clause 5.8.9.1a.1.1 for the associated sidelink DRB; or
1>	for sidelink SRB, the release conditions are met as in clause 5.8.9.1a.3 for the associated sidelink SRB; or
1>	for sidelink DRB, if SL-RLC-BearerConfigIndex (if any) of the sidelink DRB or SRB is included in sl-RLC-BearerToReleaseList in RRCReconfigurationSidelink;
1>	for sidelink DRB, if SL-RLC-BearerConfigIndex (if any) of the additional Sidelink RLC Bearer is included in sl-RLC-BearerToReleaseListSizeExt in sl-ConfigDedicatedNR and if the SL-TxProfile of the associated QoS flow(s) for the sl-ServedRadioBearer indicates backwardsIncompatible; or
1>	for sidelink DRB, if SL-RLC-BearerConfig is received in sl-RLC-BearerToAddModListSizeExt in sl-ConfigDedicatedNR for a sl-ServedRadioBearer, and if the SL-TxProfile of the associated QoS flow(s) for the sl-ServedRadioBearer indicates backwardsCompatible and UE decides not to use PDCP duplication; or
1>	for sidelink DRB, if SL-RLC-BearerConfig is received in sl-RLC-BearerConfigListSizeExt in SIB12 or in SidelinkPreconfigNR for a sl-ServedRadioBearer, and if the SL-TxProfile of the associated QoS flow(s) for the sl-ServedRadioBearer indicates backwardsCompatible and UE decides not to use PDCP duplication;
1>	for sidelink SRB, if UE decides not to use PDCP duplication;



According to X005, for SL DRB or SL SRB, if UE decides not to use PDCP duplication, UE should not add this additional RLC bearer to the peer UE. There should be no impact on additional RLC bearer release. The only case is that UE firstly determines to enable PDCP duplication and adds the additional RLC bearer and then UE determines to disable PDCP duplication and releases the additional RLC bearer. From our point of view, we think this is not a quite valid case since there is no change on the associated QoS flows, i.e., no change on the requirement of reliability. It does not make sense to firstly enable and then disable PDCP duplication. 
Proposal 1: For SL DRB or SL SRB, delete the conditions when UE decides not to used PDCP duplication for additional RLC bearer release.  
Proposal 2: Adopt the proposed TP in Annex.

In this contribution, we discuss X005 for additional RLC bearer release and have corresponding proposals/TPs.
Proposal 1: For SL DRB or SL SRB, delete the conditions when UE decides not to used PDCP duplication for additional RLC bearer release.

1>	for sidelink DRB, if SL-RLC-BearerConfig is received in sl-RLC-BearerToAddModListSizeExt in sl-ConfigDedicatedNR for a sl-ServedRadioBearer, and if the SL-TxProfile of the associated QoS flow(s) for the sl-ServedRadioBearer indicates backwardsCompatible and UE decides not to use PDCP duplication; or
