Introduction

In this contribution, we discuss the PC5 unicast link handling when the MP remote UE triggers the RRC reestablishment, as discussed in the RILs H662.

[Description]: Clarify that this note is applicable to both single path and multipath operation.

[Proposed Change]: 

NOTE 1:
It is up to Remote UE implementation whether to release or keep the current PC5 unicast link when acting as a L2 U2N Remote UE and MP via L2 U2N Relay UE is not configured. 

[Comments]: [OPPO (Bingxue)]: We understand this NOTE is only applicable to single path case, since in MP, there is no UE determination on whether the PC5 link can be maintained.

(vivo(Boubacar)): Also understand the note is for single path. But, we are fine if some clarification is considered.


2 Discussion
In Rel-17, when the remote UE triggers RRC re-establishment, it can release or keep the current PC5 unicast link based on its  implementation. Since the remote UE can be out-of-coverage, there  is  high probability that the remote UE would re-establish RRC connection via a relay UE. In Rel-18 when the remote UE is configured with MP operation, the remote UE  will always be in coverage, thus remote UE can release the PC5 link when triggering RRC re-establishment.
Proposal 1: Clarify that the note in 5.3.7.2 describing that it is up to Remote UE implementation whether to release or keep the current PC5 unicast link is applicable only when MP is not configured.
