2.1 	Reply LS on area scope for QoE measurements
RAN2 sent a question to SA5 regarding area handling for QoE measurements. The LocationFilter inside the QoE configuration container will not be used when the UE AS layer is responsible for the area handling and RAN2 asked SA5 whether it is acceptable that the LocationFilter is not used. SA5 replied the following:
· From SA5 perspective, the consumer, (e.g., an operator or a data analytics function), shall make sure that the area in LocationFilter, (if it is provided), shall be within the scope of area scope.

SA5 refers to the LocationFilter, which is unclear when the question from RAN2 related to that the LocationFilter will not be used. Therefore, it is proposed that RAN2 discusses whether a reply LS to SA5 is needed for clarification.

1. Overall Description:
RAN2 noted the LS reply from SA5 on the question regarding LocationFilter sent by RAN2 in R2-2311400.   RAN2 agreed in rel-17 that the gNB is responsible for the area handling for QoE measurements in RRC_CONNECTED. In rel-18 RAN2 agreed that the UE AS layer is responsible for the area handling of QoE measurements in RRC_IDLE/RRC_INACTIVE. The UE AS layer will receive the area in RRC signalling and the UE AS layer will inform the application layer when the UE is inside the area and when it is outside the area respectively, so that the application layer knows whether it is relevant to start the QoE measurements or not. This solution has been specified in the RRC specification TS 38.331.
The agreements made in RAN2 mean that the LocationFilter will not be used for QoE measurements, neither in RRC_CONNECTED, nor in RRC_IDLE/RRC_INACTIVE. SA4 replied S4-231905 that this is acceptable from SA4 point of view. RAN2 kindly ask SA5 whether it is acceptable from SA5 point of view as well. The solution may have impact to SA5 specifications.
