2. Discussion
In RAN2#124 meeting, following agreement was reached:
Agreements
1	When multiple events are configured simultaneously, network explicitly configures whether the UAV reports all triggered measurement reports or chooses the MR configuration corresponding to the triggered event with the smallest value between the altitude of the UAV and the altitude threshold.  This flag applies for all events of the same type (Hx and AxHy) and MO (AxHy).  This will be a separate capability
According to RAN2 agreement, simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport is applied to triggered events, and is related to whether UAV UE reports all triggered measurement reports or not. 
In current specification, simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport is applied to events whose entry conditions are satisfied. Following is the related text procedure in current specification (the highlighted part):

However, after entry condition is satisfied, the event may not be triggered to report MR due to some reasons, .e.g:
- The entry condition failed to keep satisfied during timeToTrigger.
- The event is configured with numberOfTriggeringCells but number of cell(s) in the cellsTriggeredList is smaller than configured numerOfTriggeringCells.
In other words, after an event is selected according to the conditions described in current specification, it may not be triggered eventually. Thus none measurement report is sent to network. We understand this is not the intention of this mechanism. Thus we would like to suggest RAN2 to confirm the intention of original agreement.
Proposal 1: RAN2 to confirm simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport is applied to events that are triggered to send measurement report (but not to events whose entry conditions has been satisfied).

Two options are considered on how to capture the agreement.
Option 1: One straightforward option is to replace “the entry condition” with “measurement report triggering condition”(according to WID Rapporteur’s comment) in the current text procedure.

6>	consider only the event with the smallest value between the altitude of the UE and the corresponding altitude threshold to be applicable;

Some companies may think option 1 is not the right place to capture the agreement. For example, it is too early to refer to “measurement report triggering conditions” in current point in the text procedure. And we also failed to find a more suitable place in 5.5.4.1. 
Another suggested option is to capture something in 5.5.5 “measurement reporting”. However, this procedure is used to transfer measurement results from the UE to the network, i.e. the measurement reporting procedure was already triggered. So we don’t think it is a proper place.

Option 2: To capture it only in field description of simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport. The related text procedure part can be removed. The proposed text proposal is illustrated as below:
	simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport
Indicates when multiple events of the same type for event H1, H2, A3H1, A3H2, A4H1, A4H2, A5H1 and A5H2, and same MO for event A3H1, A3H2, A4H1, A4H2, A5H1 and A5H2, trigger measurement reports satisfy the entering condition(s), whether to consider only the event with the smallest value between the altitude of the UE and the configured altitude threshold.



Proposal 2: RAN2 to down-select the following options to capture the agreement for simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport:
· Option 1: To replace “the entry condition” with “measurement report triggering condition” in the corresponding procedural text in 5.5.4.1;
· Option 2: To capture it only in field description of simulMultiTriggerSingleMeasReport, and remove the related procedural text in 5.5.4.1.
3. Conclusion and proposals
