2. Discussion
RAN2 had agreed that 
For HO from LTE/5GC to NR, UE should release all LTE QoE configurations and apply NR QoE configuration if received. How UE releases old QoE configurations can be handled in CR phase.

There is an FFS whether to capture the agreement that all LTE QoE configurations are released at handover to NR in LTE specification or NR specification.
In current NR RRC specification, there is a NOTE to clarify how to handle the source RAT configuration when the UE moves from E-UTRA to NR. The NOTE states the delta configuration for PDCP and SDAP can be used for intra-system inter-RAT handover and for other cases, source RAT configuration is not considered when the UE applies the reconfiguration message of target RAT. LTE QoE configuration should belong to “other cases”, and is not considered if the UE receives the reconfiguration message of NR.
NOTE:	If the UE is connected to 5GC of the source E-UTRA cell, the delta configuration for PDCP and SDAP can be used for intra-system inter-RAT handover. For other cases, source RAT configuration is not considered when the UE applies the reconfiguration message of target RAT.
