	In the RAN2#118e meeting, it was agreed that the RedCap UE can transmit an SI request on the RedCap-specific initial UL BWP and use the corresponding RACH resource configured for the SI request to initiate the random access procedure. The relevant agreement is quoted below.
1. Regarding SI request for RedCap UE, if the RedCap-specific initial UL BWP is configured, UE transmits SI request (Msg1 or Msg3 based) on RedCap-specific initial UL BWP
For the Msg1 based SI request, if the configuration of dedicated RACH Occasions for SI request on the RedCap-specific initial UL BWP is absent, according to the current procedure, UE will use the RO configured in the RACH configuration which is not associated with any feature indication, as quoted below.
2>	else:
3>	select the set of Random Access resources that are not associated with any feature indication (as specified in clause 5.1.1c) for the current Random Access procedure.
However, according to the explanation of the conditional presence of “AdditionalRACH” in the RRC spec, if the network wants to indicate features other than RedCap via the dedicated RACH resource configuration on the RedCap-specific initial UL BWP, all RACH resource configurations should at least be associated with the redcap indication. 
This implies that there is not any RACH configuration that is not associated with any feature indication. Consequently, the RedCap UE will have no RO resource used for the Msg 1 based SI request, as per the procedure specified in section 5.1.1b of the MAC spec.
