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1. Overall Description
RAN2 thanks RAN3 for their LS on piggy-backed transport of NAS signalling.
RAN2 discussed about piggy-backed transport of NAS signalling for such cases of bearer establishment procedure, attach procedure with bearer establishment and service request (but not TAU procedures).

The option to have interactions between AS and NAS procedures was considered, e.g. not deliver the NAS message is the AS message procedure fails, or whether NAS failure could impact AS procedures.
Some companies saw benefits in such interactions to help the eNB to have both procedures fail or succeed together (i.e. no partial failure) while other companies expressed concerns in introducing dependencies between AS and NAS procedures in the UE further than notification of AS failures to NAS.

However, this was the very first discussion in RAN2 on this subject and it was felt that more time was needed to consider these questions. So RAN2 decided to have an email discussion until the next RAN2 meeting on this subject and would appreciate if RAN3 delegates could also participate in this email discussion.
