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1 Introduction

This paper lists a number of issues identified when capturing RAN2#59bis agreements. The issues were indicated in the mail used to distribute TS 36.331 v032. However, there was limited discussion and hence no conclusion was reached.

2 Discussion
1. System information segmentation

In my understanding it was not entirely clear if we concluded the following aspects related to on system information segmentation:

· RLC TM is used

· Neither RLC nor RRC will provide support for segmentation i.e. in case a SIB is defined with a length exceeding what the physical layer can support, the SIB will be sub-divided i.e. as done for SIB11 in UTRA

It would be good to discuss these issues and, if there is consensus, to reflect this in 36.331. (A statement would of course need to be added that this may off be revisited depending on the RAN1 response)

2. System information concatenation

The updated stage 2 CR includes the following sentence: Scheduling information (indicating starting times) is provided for a group of system information blocks (SIBs) that have the same scheduling requirements (i.e. periodicity). RRC concatenates such a group of SIBs into a Scheduling Unit (SU) message.

In my understanding, we did not really conclude that:

· The entire SU would always be carried in one sub-frame

· Whether concatenation is supported for SIBs belonging to different SUs

Consequently, I have introduced a SYSTEM INFORMATION message that includes just a number of SIBs, without specifying any further constraints. It would be good to discuss constraints should be specified w.r.t. the previous bullets.

3. Measurements

I have introduced the term measurement specifics to refer to the part of the measurement configuration excluding the measurement object. Suggestions for a better name are welcome, off course.

4. PDUs

The RRC FAILURE message is still marked as FFS. However, during the discussion it was already clarified that in some cases a receiver is unable to return a procedure specific error message (e.g. ASN.1 transfer syntax violation). Hence, it seems that a common failure message is needed. If there is no objection, I would propose to remove the FFS on this message

5. Agreements from R2-074086
Some remarks regarding how the agreements from R2-074086 were captured:

· I have not included changes to reflect the agreement to ‘stop reselection at reception of RRC Connection Setup’. Upon receiving this message, the UE moves to RRC_CONNECTED. Hence, I think there is no need for an additional statement to clarify that the UE stops reselection i.e. this should be implicit from the description of the RRC_CONNECTED state

· The text proposal in the document proposes to clarify that the UE need not read idle mode SIBs upon reception of the RRC Connection Setup message. Again, I think this should be implicit from the description of the RRC_CONNECTED state. According to the control plane meeting notes we agreed that the UE may stop the SIB reception already upon initiation of RRC Connection Establishment. I would appreciate feedback if the following note that I introduced correctly reflects the intention/ agreement

NOTE     Upon initiating the connection establishment procedure, the UE may stop acquiring the system information blocks applicable only for UEs in RRC_IDLE state. However, the UE needs to perform BCCH acquisition upon re-selection.
