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1. Overall Description
RAN2 thanks RAN3 on the LS on the definition of E-CGI and global eNB ID.

RAN2 has agreed with the definition of the E-CGI as: PLMNid + CGI indication + cell id.  For ANR, the UE will report the E-CGI as: first PLMNid in SIB1 + CGI indication + cell id.  
RAN2 believes that with this definition, RAN2 is aligned with the principles provided by RAN3 in the LS except for the inclusion of the CGI indication as per CT1 LS.

RAN3 had already agreed on the concept of EUTRAN Cell Global ID as the combination of PLMN ID + Cell ID (see previous LS in 1534) at RAN3#60 in order to uniquely identify a cell within the E-UTRAN.

At RAN3#61, RAN3 has further defined the concept of Global eNB ID as the combination of PLMN ID + eNB ID in order to uniquely identify an eNB within the EUTRAN in a similar way. This definition is found useful to simplify the routing.

During the discussions, the special case of network sharing was raised and RAN3 would like to draw RAN2 attention on the assumptions behind these two RAN3 definitions:

· the PLMN ID of the global eNB ID corresponds to the company/operator operating  the RAN ,

· the E-CGI of each cell of an eNB contains the same PLMN ID as contained in the global eNB ID,

· in the ANR function with network sharing, the UE will need to report the E-CGI of the detected cell as defined above, i.e. with the PLMN ID contained in the global eNB ID. This does not preclude the reporting of all broadcasted PLMNs in order to provide information wrt area restrictions in the context of ANR.

RAN3 would be grateful to receive confirmation from RAN2 that RAN3 principles are aligned with RAN2.
