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Discussion and Decision
1 Introduction
During the RRC review, it was proposed to rename EPS bearer id in RRC with E-RAB id.    It was also mentioned that EPS bearer id is not sent over S1.
An open issue was created on this issue and captured as follows in the RRC rapporteur’s issue list:

Bearer terminology i.e are changes needed due to the new RAN3 agreed terminology (E-RAB, await SA2 response to R2-084971)
This document discusses the topic and proposes to close the open issue.

2 Discussion
During the RAN3 discussion, while the concept of E-RAB and E-RABid was introduced, it was not proposed to change the concept of EPS bearer id used at the NAS level.   This was actually captured in 36.300v.8.7.0 as:

The value of the E-RAB ID used at S1 and X2 interfaces to identify an E-RAB allocated to the UE is the same as the EPS Bearer ID value used at the Uu interface to identify the associated EPS Bearer (and also used at the NAS layer as defined in [20]).

It is thus clear that the concept of EPS bearer id at the NAS layer was not meant to be changed.  Further the E-RAB ID has the same value as the EPS bearer id.  Thus it is not necessary to carry the EPS bearer id over S1 but the eNB simply re-uses the value of E-RAB-id over S1 as EPS bearer id over RRC.

3 Conclusion and Proposal

It can hence be concluded that EPS bearer id over RRC does not need to be changed or removed.  And the value of EPS bearer id to be used is the same as the E-RAB id over S1.
It is hence:

Proposal: Close the open issue.  No changes to RRC or any other specification is required.
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
