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	In order to simplify the handling of the deactivation timer, a per-UE deactivation timer is introduced and the timer is (re)started and stopped when Activation/ Deactivation MAC CE is received.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	It is specified that (1) the per-UE deactivation timer is introduced and (2) it is started or restarted when the UE receives Activation/ Deactivation MAC CE in which at least one Ci field is set to 1. Also, the per-UE deactivation timer is stopped when the UE receives Activation/ Deactivation MAC CE in which no Ci fields are set to 1.
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	The deactivation timer is still complicated and so the UE prosessing overhead is increased for carrier aggregation.

Activation/Deactivation of SCells

If the UE is configured with one or more SCells, the network may activate and deactivate the configured SCells. The UE shall not monitor the PDCCH of a deactivated SCell and shall not receive any downlink assignments or uplink grants associated to a deactivated SCell. The UE shall not transmit on UL-SCH on a deactivated SCell. The network activates and deactivates the SCell(s) by sending the Activation/Deactivation MAC control element described in 6.1.3.X. Furthermore, the UE maintains a ca-DeactivationTimer timer and deactivates all SCells upon its expiry. The ca-DeactivationTimer is started or restarted when at least a SCell is activated and stopped when all SCells are deactivated. The same initial timer value applies to each instance of the ca-DeactivationTimer and it is configured by RRC. The configured SCells are initially deactivated upon addition and after a handover.
The UE shall for each TTI and for each configured SCell:

if the UE receives an Activation/Deactivation MAC control element activating the SCell:

activate the SCell;

else, if the UE receives an Activation/Deactivation MAC control element deactivating the SCell; or

if the ca-DeactivationTimer associated with the activated SCell expires in this TTI:

SRS shall not be transmitted for the SCell;
