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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS on manual CSG ID selection (R2-114869/R5-113752).

RAN2 discussed the issue and concluded that the minimum UE requirement in TS 36.304 is in line with the interpretation 1 provided in the RAN5 LS, i.e. “the UE shall at least search for the strongest cell on each carrier”.
So the UE supporting manual CSG ID selection shall report the available CSG ID of the strongest cell when the strongest cell is a CSG cell.

It should be noted that the purpose of the manual CSG ID selection is to let the user know that there is a CSG that is available for camping. Hence, it is also allowed UE behavior to report available CSG ID of non-strongest cell. However, this UE behavior is not specified in the core specification and it is left to UE implementation. 
RAN2 also would like to point out that according to TS 25.304, the same conclusion is also valid for UTRAN. 
2. Actions:

ACTION: RAN2 asks RAN5 to consider the above clarification for their work to define the test case for the manual CSG ID selection.
