Optimization of RACH was introduced since Rel-9. In the paper, we want to discuss RACH optimization in Rel-11.

Discussion
Refer to subclause 5.6.5 in 36.331[1], the UE shall submit the UEInformationResponse message to the eNB upon receiving the UEInformationRequest message, and the UEInformationResponse message in Rel-11 may contain rach-Report, rlf-Report and logMeasReport.
According to the discussion in the past meetings, for the Rel-11 UE, rlf-Report and logMeasReport are only applicable to PCell even non-contention based random access procedure is allowed on the SCell in Rel-11. However, It is not clear in current specification if the rach-Report is also only applicable to PCell in Rel-11.Two possible alternatives can be envisaged in this case:

Alternative 1: the rach-Report is only applicable to PCell in Rel-11.

For consistency with earlier releases, alternative 1 is the simplest because the rach-Report is only applicable to PCell in earlier releases (i.e. release-9, releases-10) and not applying it to Scell may not have a big impact.

Alternative 2: the rach-Report is also applicable to SCell in Rel-11.

A benefit of this alternative will be that it may help the network optimize the RACH parameters(i.e. powerRampingParameters and preambleTransMax) of the SCell based on the numberOfPreamblesSent. However, the SCell may not perform random access procedure frequently because it is only used for uplink synchronization, and the network may not adjust the RACH parameters of the SCell.
