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1. Introduction
WLAN/3GPP radio interworking study item has been approved by RAN#58 plenary with scheduled completion at RAN#61. During the course of the study RAN2 have identified three solutions which can improve WLAN/3GPP interworking. 
The co-signed companies would propose a way forward taking the following assumptions under consideration:
· The solution is based on ANDSF policies as currently defined in Rel 12
· During the 3GPP and WLAN interworking, UEs will not provide WLAN related measurements to the RAN within Rel 12
2. Way Forward 
It is proposed to standardize a single solution based on the following principles to be captured in the conclusions section of the TR 37.834.
The solution is applicable to UEs in RRC IDLE and RRC CONNECTED modes for E-UTRAN, UE idle mode and RRC Connected mode states CELL_FACH, CELL_PCH, URA_PCH and CELL_DCH for UTRAN.

The solution works with and without ANDSF.

User preference for WLAN takes precedence over RAN and ANDSF rules.

RAN rules are specified in RAN specifications.

RAN rules are based on RAN assistance information which is transferred via system broadcast and/or dedicated signaling. RAN assistance information is FFS and to be included in 3GPP RAN specifications.
If ANDSF is not configured in the UE:

· RAN may provide WLAN identifiers (e.g. SSIDs) in addition to RAN assistance information.
· The UE performs traffic steering following RAN rules
If ANDSF is configured:

· The RAN rules can restrict WLAN access network availability, e.g. if ANDSF allows two WLAN accesses the RAN rules may indicate any of the two as not available – even the one for which ANDSF indicated higher priority.

·  RAN rules applied in AS cannot override ANDSF in other cases i.e. the UE will not move traffic to an access network not indicated by ANSDF as a possibility (i.e. not indicated or indicated as forbidden).

NOTE: The case when ANDSF rules (policy) and RAN rules are not provided by the same operator is pending SA2/CT1 clarifications.
