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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks CT1 for their liaison statement on UE considering all TAs of a PLMN as forbidden tracking areas for roaming. RAN2 discussed the solution proposed in the LS to add a new indication to ATTACH REJECT and TRACKING AREA UPDATE REJECT messages that contain EMM cause #15 (No suitable cells in tracking area) to inform the UE that all TAs of the PLMN are forbidden and agreed on the following:

· The proposed solution has small specification impact and some implementation impact. 
· The proposed solution has marginal battery saving gain compared to the legacy solution where the UE maintains list of up to 40 forbidden TAs. 
Based on the agreements above RAN2 would like to answer the questions from CT1 as follows.

Question (1)

whether there would be any access stratum impact to enable all TAs in a PLMN to be considered as "forbidden tracking areas for roaming"?
Answer (1): RAN2 agrees that there are some impacts.

Question (2)

whether RAN2 would see the need to make any change to their specifications?
Answer (2): RAN2 agrees that small changes may be needed.
