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	Reason for change:
	The LS from RAN1 contained in R2-145347 describes 2 agreements on the UE capabilities for Category 0 UEs.

1/ "The same mandatory/optional features are supported for cat0 UEs as those that are supported for cat1 UEs except the following:

o
CRS interference handling for FeICIC WI in Rel-11 to be optional

o
DMRS with OCC and SGH disabling for UL MIMO WI in Rel-10 to be optional"

The exception cases have already been captured in specifications 36.306 and 36.331 respectively. However, the general principle that mandatory/optional feature support for Category 0 UEs is the same as for other UEs has not yet been captured. Although this issue has been raised in connection with Category 0 UEs, it is actually the case that mandatory/optional feature support is the same for all UE categories unless explicitly stated (note that the specification currently has one exception unrelated to Category 0 which is 256QAM support mandatory for categories 13-15). Therefore, it is proposed to address this issue by a general statement in clause 4.
2/ "The same features apply for cat0 FDD UEs as those that apply for cat0 HD-FDD UEs."

This agreement means that when considering the mandatory/optional feature support, a HD-FDD UE is considered the same as a FDD UE. This is proposed to be captured as a note under the general statement about mandatory/optional feature support got Category 0 UEs. As with issue 1, although this issue has been raised in connection with Category 0 UEs, this is actually a more general issue for any HD-FDD UE. There, it is proposed to address this issue with a statement in clause 4 that is generally applicable to HD-FDD UEs.

	Consequences if not approved:
	Unclear requirements about the mandatory/optional features for a Category 0 UE, potentially leading to a mismatch between what features a Category 0 UE supports and what features the eNB expects to be supported.

UE radio access capability parameters

The following subclauses define the UE radio access capability parameters and minimum capabilities for MBMS capable UE. Only parameters for which there is the possibility for UEs to signal different values are considered as UE radio access capability parameters. Therefore, mandatory features without capability parameters that are the same for all UEs are not listed here. Also capabilities which are optional or conditionally mandatory for UEs to implement but do not have UE radio access capability parameter are listed in this specification.
E-UTRAN needs to respect the signalled UE radio access capability parameters when configuring the UE and when scheduling the UE.

All parameters shown in italics are signalled and correspond to a field defined in TS 36.331 [5].

For optional features, the UE radio access capability parameter indicates whether the feature has been implemented and successfully tested. For mandatory features with the UE radio access capability parameter, the parameter indicates whether the feature has been successfully tested.
The mandatory features required to be supported by a UE are the same for all UE categories unless explicitly specified elsewhere in the specifications. For mandatory feature support, an HD-FDD UE is considered the same as an FDD UE.
