In the 36.331 running CR [1], the ProSe communication exceptional pool is configured in SIB18 for the UE in RRC_CONNECTED/RRC_IDLE to transmit ProSe communication in exceptional case if the UE is configured by the network to use Mode 1.

SystemInformationBlockType18 field descriptions
commRxPool

Indicates the resources by which the UE is allowed to receive ProSe Direct Communication while in RRC_IDLE and while in RRC_CONNECTED.
commTxPoolNormalCommon

Indicates the resources by which the UE is allowed to transmit ProSe Direct Communication while in RRC_IDLE.
commTxPoolExceptional

Indicates the resources by which the UE is allowed to transmit ProSe Direct Communication during connection establishment as well as exceptional conditions in RRC_CONNECTED, as specified in 5.10.4. E-UTRAN only configures commTxPoolExceptional when it does not configure commTxPoolNormalCommon.



In the field description of commTxPoolExceptional, E-UTRAN only configures commTxPoolExceptional when it does not configure commTxPoolNormalCommon. However, the description does not seem correct.
A cell may configure normal ProSe communication resource pool in SIB18, and the idle UEs in the cell can use the normal resource pool for ProSe communication in mode 2. When a UE goes to connected state, the eNB may configure the UE to use mode 1 considering efficiency. Therefore, from system perspective, the eNB could configure some UEs using mode 1 and some other UEs using mode 2 in a cell. Therefore, it is possible in a cell the eNB configures both normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool simultaneously in SIB18. 

Observation 1: from system perspective, the eNB could configure some UEs to use mode 1 and some other UEs to use mode 2 in a cell. Therefore, the eNB could configure both normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool simultaneously in SIB18. 
As per Observation 1, we propose to clarify that normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool can be simultaneously configured in SIB18.

Proposal 1: Clarify that normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool can be simultaneously configured in SIB18.

Conclusion
In this contribution, we discussed an issue in the CR on configuration of exceptional pool and normal pool for ProSe communication, and we had the following observation and proposal.

Observation 1: from system perspective, the eNB could configure some UEs to use mode 1 and some other UEs to use mode 2 in a cell. Therefore, the eNB could configure both normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool simultaneously in SIB18. 
Proposal 1: Clarify that normal resource pool and exceptional resource pool can be simultaneously configured in SIB18.
