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1. Overall Description: 
RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on paging. 
Q1: The minimum content size for a single Paging message
RAN2 has not agreed any detailed parameters of paging. Paging in LTE can be taken as baseline in NR and includes the following parameters:
· Paging Record
· UE Identity
· CN Domain
· Other indications (e.g. System information modification, ETWS, etc)
In LTE, the paging message could be around 8 bits without any paging record, and at least 53 bits when there is a paging record. For NR, the minimum size will depend on UE ID size determined by SA/CT WGs, i.e. it could be more than 53 bits.

Q2: The requirement on the number of UEs that need to be able to be paged within a certain time period and the scenario.

There is no conclusion on this question. However, RAN2 wonders whether for NR the PCH will be mapped to PDSCH like for LTE. In such a case, there would practically not be any limitation to the number of UEs paged in a period of time, which would make NR very flexible.
