1. Overall Description:

Regarding the random access procedure RAN2 agreed the following:

1. PRACH preambles are partitioned into two preamble groups as a baseline. The reason to partition into two groups is for the UE to indicate to the gNB such that it can provide UL grant for different MSG3 size. 
2. Further, RAN2 agreed for PRACH preamble/resource reservation for MSG1 based SI request method and contention free random access.

3. For beamforming RAN2 discussed the multiple preamble transmission. RAN2 expects RAN1 to make the final decision on whether multiple preamble transmission is beneficial before RAR reception.   
4. For MSG2 reception the RAR window starts at a fixed duration after the preamble transmission occasion. From the RAN2 perspective, it is beneficial that the fixed duration is as low as possible, possibly zero. 
2. Actions:

RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to take the above agreements into account for the design of random access procedure.
1. Request RAN1 to preferably provide input on multiple preamble transmission by August meeting 
2. RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 what is the lowest processing time the UE can assume in order to finalize the value of the fixed duration for RAR window start.
