Summary of offline discussion

It has been agreed in RAN2 that:
The (LTE and NR) RRC(Connection)Resume (Inactive to Connected))message can contain the SCG configuration and the associated UE behaviour in handling the SCG configuration is the same as in the Rel-15 RRC (connection) reconfiguration procedure.

In NR and LTE Rel-16, the UE maintains the SCG configuration upon the initiation of the resume procedure.

The RRC(Connection)Resume message contains an indication to restore/resume the SCG (noting that behaviour in legacy e/gNBs that don't support this feature needs to be considered).

In R15, the MN informs the SN to release the lower layer SCG configuration before sending the UE to RRC_INACTIVE. Based on the agreements in R16, the MN does not have to request the SN to release lower layers before sending the UE to RRC_INACTIVE. Instead, the MN should be able to request the SN to suspend the lower layers before sending the UE to RRC_INACTIVE.
Therefore the followings need to be taken into account:
· Support of suspension and resumption of the SCG in MR-DC.

· Consider the scenarios, e.g., w/o MN change, and SN change (FFS) for resume of SCG resource.
· Detailed stage-3 changes, which should introduce new indication (values) for the suspension or resumption of the lower layers SCG configuration over Xn interface.
