	According to the reply LS from the SA2(R3-205921), The NG-RAN behaviour upon AMF triggered changes of the MRL for PNI-NPN has been captured into TS23.502 and TS23.501, that is, If AMF determines that the Allowed CAG list or the indication whether the UE is only allowed to access CAG cells have changed, SA2 has agreed that the AMF shall update the Mobility Restrictions and initiate AN release (In S2-2005903 (TS 23.502 CR#2357), S2-2005906 (TS 23.501 CR#2430)).

Access Control

During the establishment of the UE-associated logical NG-connection towards the 5GC, the AMF checks whether the UE is allowed to access the cell as specified in TS 23.501 [3].

If the check is successful, the AMF sets up the UE-associated logical NG-connection and provides the NG-RAN node with the list of CAGs allowed for the UE and, whether the UE is allowed to access non-CAG cells. This information is used by the NG-RAN for access control of subsequent mobility. 
If the check is not successful, the AMF shall reject setting up the UE-associated NG connection and inform the NG-RAN node with an appropriate cause value as specified in TS 23.501 [3].

After the UE-associated logical NG-connection is established, if the AMF determines that the Allowed CAG list or the indication whether the UE is only allowed to access CAG cells have changed, the AMF shall initiate UE context release as specified in TS 23.501 [3].
