PTP-PTM Switching

The PTP-PTM Switching function is only applicable for a multicast MBS Session and resides in NG-RAN node. It enables the NG-RAN node to decide to what extend and to which UEs to use dedicated radio resources for the MRB associated to the MBS session. The NG-RAN node takes its decision based on MBS Session QoS requirements, number of joined UEs, optionally UE individual feedback on reception quality, and other criteria.
Dedicated radio resources and non-dedicated radio resources for the MRB can be used simultaneously in a cell. The same QoS requirements apply regardless of the decision to use dedicated radio resources or not.
