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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 thanks RA2 for the LS in R3-210029/R2-2010839, informing RAN3 of progress and detailed agreements in SDT.

RAN3 confirms that it will be discussing the procedures and possible adaptations related to UE AS context handling for SDT in the context of the work item on NR Small Data Enhancements. RAN3 would like to note that this work will start formally in RAN3#113bis. RAN3 can however make some initial observations as follows.

For the case of anchor relocation, the flow is expected to be the same (at high level) as in legacy. For the case of anchor non-relocation, RAN3 has identified three options depending on which layers are temporarily relocated to the serving gNB (i.e. full context transfer, RLC configuration only, or no context transfer). These options (and/or hybrids) require further analysis, and RAN3 is assuming that RAN2 is not dependent on a decision in this topic to make further progress.

RAN3 also thinks that the final decision on relocation should be taken by the anchor, and if so, assistance data available in the serving gNB should be provided to the anchor gNB.

RAN3 will take the above as baseline considerations when the work starts, and kindly requests RAN2 to provide any further updates as needed.
