Discussion
The Rel-18 IAB WID states the following:
· Note: At the beginning of the work period, RAN3, RAN2 should discuss the potential complexity of a scenario where a mobile IAB node connects to a stationary (intermediate) IAB node, with respect to the scenario where a mobile IAB node connects directly to an IAB-donor.
In our understanding, the outcome of this comparison has no impact on the design of the baseline procedure for mIAB migration. In other words, the baseline mIAB migration procedure will be equally applicable to both scenarios. 
In general, for each deployment scenario, one can think of enhancements tailored to that specific scenario. Nevertheless, 3GPP work typically does not focus on optimization of individual deployment scenarios. This means that any enhancements specific to the scenario where the multi-hop mobile IAB-node connects to a stationary (intermediate) IAB-node are out of the Rel-18 IAB WI scope
Proposal 1: RAN3 will not specify any enhancements specific to the scenario where the mobile IAB-node connects to a stationary (intermediate) IAB-node.
We also noticed an ambiguity in understanding of different companies of the following text from the Justification part of the Rel-18 WID:
· Solutions should support UE HO and DC.
In our understanding, “DC” refers to the dual connectivity of UE’s and does not refer to the mobility of dual-connected mIAB-nodes.  
Proposal 2: The support for mobility of dual-connected IAB-nodes not in the Rel-18 scope.
