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1	Overall description
RAN3 would like to inform RAN2 and SA5 about progress achieved so far on SON for NPN. Such progress is captured in section 9.3.1.169 of the endorsed baseline CR to TS38.413, attached.
The work RAN3 has carried out was mainly focussed on updating MDT area scope information to account for NPN networks. RAN3 would like to point out that, in order to cater for support of equivalent SNPNs, a list of up to 16 SNPNs has been added to the MDT Area Scope. Whether any restriction to the use of such SNPN list is in place in this release depends on progress on eSNPN support in other WGs.
While working on SON for NPN solutions, RAN3 has identified questions for which feedback is required.
PNI-NPN wide indication	Comment by Nokia: OK to ask RAN2 about this indication for the case it can simplify the RRC signalling.
It has been proposed in RAN3 to introduce a “PNI-NPN wide” indication in the MDT Configuration-NR IE. This indication would trigger collection of MDT measurements in all the PNI/NPN cells accessible by the UE in a serving PLMN.
RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 whether such addition would be beneficial for the UE and to provide feedback on the impact of it on RRC specifications and whether they can be implemented in Rel18.
UE History Information collected by the Network and by the UE	Comment by Nokia: No reason to ask RAN2 to "provide feedback on the impact of such change on RRC specifications and whether they can be implemented in Rel18" for these features not agreed in RAN3.
It has been proposed in RAN3 to enable operators to exclude PNI-NPN cells from the UE History Information (UHI) collected by the RAN and by the UE. This is to address cases in which PNI-NPN network information cannot be collected and distributed (e.g. because the PNI-NPN is subject to specific security and privacy requirements). 
RAN3 noted that, if PNI-NPN cell information is removed from the UHI, and if no changes are applied to the UHI, the UHI will contain wrong information (e.g. mobility patterns reported in the UHI would not be those taken by the UE). Hence, RAN3 discussed to replace in the UHI the undisclosable PNI-NPN cells with an indication that the cell cannot be disclosed and with a measure of the time the UE stayed in the undisclosable cell.
RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to provide feedback on the impact of such change on RRC specifications and whether they can be implemented in Rel18.
MDT Area Scope of Neighbour Cells
It has been proposed in RAN3 to enable operators to exclude PNI-NPN cells from the MDT Area Scope of Neighbour Cells. This is to address cases in which PNI-NPN network information cannot be collected and distributed (e.g. because the PNI-NPN is subject to specific security and privacy requirements). 
To achieve this, it has been proposed that the Area Scope for Neighbour Cells includes a new IE indicating whether UE measurements should be collected for public network cells only, for PNI-NPN cells only or for both.
RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to provide feedback on the impact of such change on RRC specifications and whether they can be implemented in Rel18.
