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1	Overall description
RAN3 thanks RAN2 for the Reply LS on SDT signalling optimization for partial context transfer.
About the adopted RRCRelease with resume indication solution, RAN3 agreed CRs to update stage2 call flows accordingly.
RAN3 further consider a network-based solution, to be used in case e.g., the UE does not support the RRCRelease with resume indication. During the ongoing SDT procedure in case of RA-SDT without UE anchor relocation, when DL non-SDT data arrival, the last serving gNB relocates the UE context to the receiving gNB and then the receiving gNB sends RRCSetup message to the UE to move the UE to RRC_CONNECTED mode.
RAN3 kindly request RAN2 to identify whether there is impact from RAN2 perspective for the network-based solution.
