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1. Overall Description:

In the scope of RAN3 release 19 work item “topological enhancement for NR” RAN3 is studying access control for handover to a target 5G Femto closed cell reusing existing CAG ID concept originally introduced for PNI NPN in release 16 instead of reusing the CSG ID solution which was designed for handover to target 4G HeNB.

For validation of an incoming handover to a target CAG cell, the solution for PNI NPN was that 5GC sends the Allowed CAG List of the UE to the target NG-RAN node, and this node further checks that this matches the CAG ID list supported by the target cell.

RAN3 is considering reusing this principle for incoming handover to target 5G Femto cell but wonders whether sending the Allowed CAG List of a UE to a 5G Femto node is acceptable for SA3.
