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	Reason for change:
	In RAN3#120 meeting, it was agreed that “Enable providing the (multicast specific) MBS Neighbour cell list in F1AP to the DU. And captured in chairman notes that “Discuss the issue in TEI17 first, then check whether the issue and solution in TEI17 apply in R18.” 
After all the discussions in last year, although there was no progress for Rel-17 Correction discussion about Broadcast Neighbour cell list, but RAN3 introduced a new procedure in Rel-18 WI, to provide common configuration from gNB-CU to gNB-DU, named as Multicast Common Configuration procedure.
Multicast Common Configuration procedure currently can provide the multicast neighbour cell, mtch bitmap, and the threshold list. For Broadcast session, the CU also need to provide common RRC Information to the DU, which includes the broadcast neighbour cell list, the mtch bitmap.
Considering of the previous discussions, it is better to rename the “Multicast Common Configuration” procedure to “MBS Common Configuration” procedure, to allow further extension to add a new optional Broadcast CU to DU Common RRC Information IE in the same request message.

	Rename the Multicast Common Configuration procedure and related messages, from “Multicast” to “MBS”.
