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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA2 for consulting on the usage of FSAI when MBS session is for both redcap and non-redcap.

As pointed out by SA2, separate radio resources may be allocated by RAN nodes for RedCap and non-RedCap UEs. 

RAN3 would like to confirm that for a session intended for both redcap and non-redcap it would indeed be beneficial to allow having different FSAI for redcap and non-redcap to enable deployment overlay scenarios where some cells/frequencies are dedicated to redcap reception and save redcap resources on other overlapping frequency.
Q3: If the answer to Q1 is no, and RedCap UEs and non-RedCap UEs in the same MBS session use separate MBS FSA ID(s), is there a need for CN to indicate to NG-RAN which FSA ID is aimed for RedCap UEs and which for non-RedCap UEs? 

RAN3 Answer: it is beneficial for CN to indicate to NG-RAN which FSAI is for Redcap and which for non-Redcap to allow the NG-RAN determining which cells/frequencies requires delivery in redcap CFR and which cells can deliver the MBS service in default CFR. Alternatively this can be configured.
RAN3 has agreed the corresponding CRs attached.
