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1	Introduction
RAN3 received a LS from SA5 ([1]) regarding the support of Trace for N3IWF. The contribution analyses the impact to RAN3.
2	Discussion
SA5 agreed a set of CRs for TS 32.422 to support Trace for N3IWF in Re-15, Rel-16, Rel-17 and Rel-18. In RAN3 TS 29.413 ([2]), the Trace related procedures/messages are not listed to be used for N3IWF, and the Trace related IE is described to be ignored if received by the N3IWF. So TS 29.413 need to be updated to add the support of Trace for N3IWF. More specifically, it requires following changes:
· Section 5.1: Clarify the Trace related procedures are used between N3IWF and AMF. 
· Section 5.2: clarify the Trace related messages are used between N3IWF and AMF. 
· Section 5.3: clarify the Trace related IE should not be ignored by N3IWF.
In Rel-15, TS 29.413 only support N3IWF. 
Starting from Rel-16, TS 29.413 supports other non-3GPP access, e.g. Trusted Non-3GPP Gateway Function (TNGF), Trusted WLAN Interworking Function (TWIF), and Wireline Access Gateway Function (W-AGF). So Rel-16/17/18 CR is slightly different to Rel-15 CR, in order to clarify Trace is only used for N3IWF but not for other non-3GPP access.
Proposal: agree Rel-15/16/17/18 CRs and reply LS to SA5 in [3][4][5][6][7].

3	Conclusion
In this contribution, we analyzed how to support Trace for N3IWF per SA5 decision. Our proposals are:
