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1. Introduction

According to the discussion and agreement on [1] in the last meeting, the R8 UE and HNB can either support the CSG capability or not. When it comes to HeNB, some issues should be discussed and clarified. At the same time, some concepts and the relationship between UE CSG capability and allowed CSG list need to be specified.
This contribution aims to clarify some concepts and definitions of CSG capability.
2. Discussion 
2.1.  Issue1: What’s the relationship between UE CSG capability and allowed CSG list?
UE CSG capability(Support of CSG or not [2]) : Located in UE. Particularly, it may be located in ME (Mobile Equipment).It indicates whether UE can understand the CSG information (CSG indicator, CSG id, etc ) broadcasted by CSG cell.
Allowed CSG list(white list) : Stored in UE. Particularly, it may be stored in USIM (Universal Subscriber Identity Module). It indicates the list of CSGs that can be accessed by the UE.
As described above, the CSG capability and the allowed CSG list may not be interrelated, which means:
1) When the allowed CSG list of UE (stored in USIM) is empty or does not exsit (maybe no subscription), the UE may still has the CSG capability (located in ME) to understand the CSG information. However it’ll not try to access any CSG cell until the subscription is updated and some CSG(s) id is(are) added to the allowed CSG list of UE.

2) Sometimes when the USIM stores the Allowed CSG list (contains one or several CSGs), the user may insert the USIM to a non-CSG ME(CSG not capable). In this situation, even if the Allowed CSG list does exit in the UE, the UE cannot access any CSG cell at all.
2.2.  Issue2: Whether all the HeNBs support CSG capability or not? 
1) If all the HeNBs support the CSG capability:
All the HeNBs can support the CSG capability. So the LTE UE can access the HeNB as a CSG user.
2) If NOT all the HeNBs support the CSG capability:

Some HeNBs may not support the CSG capability. The HeNB and HeNB GW may have to inherit the access control of non-CSG access in 3G HNB.
As described above, we prefer to 1) All the HeNBs support the CSG capability. It needs not to perform the access control for the no CSG access, and is much simpler and more distinct for the realization of HeNB system.
3. Conclusion and Proposal

In this contribution, some concepts and definitions of CSG capability are clarified.
Issue1: What’s the relationship between CSG capability and allowed CSG list?
Conclusion: We prefer that the CSG capability and the allowed CSG list of UE may not be interrelated.
Issue2: Whether all the HeNBs support CSG capability or not?
Conclusion: We prefer to 1) All the HeNBs support the CSG capability. It needs not to perform the access control for the no CSG access, and is much simpler and more distinct for the realization of HeNB system.
As discussed above, we propose to discuss and clarify the above issues, which will be beneficial to the realization of HeNB system.
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
