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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has noticed that SA2 agreed when MME detects the CSG ID of the currently used CSG cell expires or is removed from the CSG subscription data, MME send S1 UE Context Release Command with a cause value indicating the CSG membership change. The eNodeB receiving this cause may initiate a handover to a suitable cell (Section 5.3.5, and Section 5.3.9.2 in TS 23.401). However, in current S1 interface, 
The S1 UE Context Release procedure causes the eNB to remove all UE individual signalling resources and the related user data transport resources.
While RAN3 agree that UE Context Release procedure is used to release UE Context when CSG ID of the currently used CSG cell expires or is removed from the CSG subscription data, RAN3 does not think that it is appropriate to use UE Context Release procedure when the eNB may initiate a HO. Current SA2 agreement requires adding new functionalities in S1 interface, and needs to handle the issue on how to release UE context when the UE is not handed over after eNB initiate the HO.  

On the other hand, RAN3 noticed that SA2 uses UE Context Modification procedure to notify eNB when the membership changes in a hybrid cell. RAN3 concluded that using similar procedure for CSG cell when MME expects eNB may initiate a HO requires very minimal changes to S1 interface. The analysis from RAN3 is attached. 
2. Actions:

To SA-WG2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN-WG3 group asks SA-WG2 group to revisit the issue, and agree to use UE Context Modification procedure instead of current UE Context Release procedure to notify eNB CSG expired in a CSG cell when eNB may initiate a HO.
