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The WID on Public Warning System - Reset/Failure/Restart in Warning Message Delivery in LTE (RP-130398) was approved in RP#59 and one of the objectives is:

d) Capability for the CBC to stop broadcasting of all messages in an area. (e.g. when messages are still broadcasting, which should have been cancelled, but weren’t for unknown reasons);

This capability shall allow the CBC to use a single request to stop all messages in an area, in particular those messages for which the CBC has no reference.

In RAN#79bis a CR was proposed on a Reset Request (R3-130461). The document was not treated. This Warning Message Reset mechanism is effectively a (copy of the) KILL request where the reference to the message (the Message Identifier and the Serial Number) is omitted. A disadvantage is that it is not possible at the protocol level to link a Reset Response message to a Reset Request message. 
The CR in R3-131294 adds a Kill-all Warning Messages Indicator IE in the KILL Request.

If the Kill-all Warning Messages Indicator is present, the eNodeB shall ignore the Message Identifier and Serial Number in the request and stop all ongoing broadcast in the Warning Area and force the cells in the Warning Area into their initial idle state. The MME could use the Serial Number and Message Identifier IEs to link the Kill Response to the Kill Request.
This stage-3 CR is a consequence of the stage 2 CR0118 for TS 23.041 (C1-133320). RAN3 is requested by CT1 through the LS (C1-133321) in this meeting to implement the Kill-all Warning Messages indicator.
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
