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1 Introduction 
This paper proposes, as requested by chairman at RAN3#80, a refinement of the solution G1D which was selected at RAN3#80 to be compared with G2C for final selection.

2 Description
At RAN3#79 seven solutions were identified for the IP address discovery and X2 setup routing.
Group 1 includes four solutions:

G1A: RNLid + registration with  X2 setup request + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by configuration 

G1B: RNLid + registration with  X2 setup request + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by TNL discovery 

G1C: RNLid + registration with new message + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by configuration 

G1D: RNLid + registration with new message + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by TNL discovery 

Group 2 includes thre solutions:

G2A: target node ip@ + TNL address discovery + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by configuration 

G2B: target node ip@ + TNL address discovery + X2GW(s) IP@ learnt by ipsec field of TNL discovery

G2C: target node ip@ + TNL address discovery + X2GW(s) IP@ learnt by new field added to TNL discover  

At RAN3#80, the best candidate in each group was selected.
For group1, G1D was the selected solution:
G1D: RNLid + registration with new message + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by TNL discovery 

However, before comparing the merits of G1D and G2C it was deemed necessary to improve the definition of these two solutions as requested by the chairman. 
A generic definition of G1D, including possible options/variants is as follows:

· G1D implies an agreement to standardize a new X2-AP procedure in our specifications for the registration step instead of reusing the X2 setup procedure. The usage of this procedure will include the registration of (H)eNBs. It is FFS for next meeting whether the registration of an (H)eNB is mandatory or optional.
· G1D eliminates the option to rely on a configuration of a “X2GW IP@ per target (H)eNB”  in the source eNB to identify the correct X2-GW for a specific target (H)eNB during the X2 Setup procedure. But whether we have a configuration of one or multiple X2GW IP@s, i.e. the X2-GWs that the eNB is connected to, (but not per target (H)eNB) in an eNB in general and whether this would be mandatory for an eNB is FFS for the next meeting.
3 Conclusion and proposals
It is proposed to take into account the here-above clarification of G1D before doing the final selection between G1D and G2C. 
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
