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1 Introduction

In TR38.801, CN triggered paging procedure has been added. By now, only the description for the paging via IP muticast was introduced, the NG procedure description for regular paging message is missing, it may make other groups misunderstood supporting paging via IP multicast only. On the other hand, in order to complete the Ng interface description, it is better to introduce the paging procedure description. In this contribution, such procedure’s description is proposed.

The NGC initiates the paging procedure by sending the PAGING message to each gNB with cells belonging to the paging area, e.g. tracking area(s) in which the UE is registered. 

The paging response from the UE back to the NGC is initiated on NAS layer and is sent by the gNB based on NAS-level routing information.
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
