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1. Overall Description:

In the context if the Rel-15 New Radio (NR) work item, the acronym “NR” has been decided to be used for the new radio access technology. However, while considering changes to RAN2 specifications, it was noted that the acronym “NR” has already been used in Stage-2 specification TS36.300 to denote “Neighbour cell Relation”. Therefore, this causes a clash that needs to be resolved somehow.

Given that, based on brief checking of RAN2 specifications, the acronym only appears to be used in a limited number of places in just the Stage-2 specification TS36.300, RAN2 thinks that it would be simplest to simply change the existing “NR” acronym to something else. The proposed change in RAN2 would be to use “NCR” for “Neighbour Cell Relation” instead.

Given the scope of the original term, it is RAN2 understanding that the term “NR” is also used in at least SA5 specifications (at least in TS32.511, TS28.655 and TS28.658), and potentially also in RAN3 specifications. Therefore, RAN2 would like SA5 and RAN3 to check their specifications and change the acronym for “Neighbour Cell Relation” to “NCR” instead of “NR”, to avoid clash with the New Radio specifications.
2. Actions:

To avoid clash with the New Radio specifications, RAN2 would respectfully request RAN3 and SA5 change the acronym for “Neighbour Cell Relation” to “NCR” instead of “NR” in the specifications.
