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Introduction
During the discussion on the use of the RMR 1900 spectrum in RAN4#100-e meeting, the provision of the 15kHz SCS for TDD was questioned. The question also extends accordingly to the use of the 5MHz CBW. UIC has analyzed this situation again within its working groups and clarified it accordingly.

Clarification and guidance
The topic of 5MHz CBW for RMR 1900MHz has been discussed. Regarding the ongoing work at FM56 for the 1900MHz cross-border coordination, a 5MHz CBW for RMR 1900MHz Is an important element to enable co-existence in border areas from today´s perspective. The 5MHz CBW for RMR 1900MHz could also be considered for high availability deployments to guarantee uninterrupted radio coverage.

For the use of SCS, UIC working group considers that 15kHz will be required to allow high flexibility to allocate resource blocks.

Regarding the wide/national usage of the 10MHz CBW for RMR 1900MHz in various use cases, both possible SCS (15kHz/30kHz) will be needed for the flexible design of the future RMR 1900MHz air interface.
