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Introduction
In RAN#98e, CRs related to Introduction of E-UTRA Band in 1670 – 1675 MHz (Band 54) was completed [1,2]. A new work item (WI) to introduce a new NR band n54 was approved [3].
This document proposes system parameters for n54.  
Proposed System Parameters
The objective of the work item is to specify a new NR TDD operating band n54 to include the core requirements with supported subcarrier spacing of 15 kHz for 5 MHz channel bandwidth. Following systems parameters (highlighted in yellow text) are proposed for n54:
