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Introduction
RAN4 continued discussing joint RRM requirements for Rel-17 concurrent measurement gaps (MG), pre-configured measurement gaps and NCSG in RAN4#107. Further agreements and open issues were captured in a WF [1]. 
In this brief paper we provide our views regarding the WI scope and general issues. 
Discussion
Regarding the question of whether to include Type-1 measurement gaps in this WI, we note that RAN4 requirements in Rel-17 do not fully support configuring them together with concurrent gaps. E.g. there is no explicit assignment of measurement objects nor priority to Type-1 MG. Furthermore, in order to support Case 1, it is necessary to support the new signalling IEs for Rel-17 MG_enh. If that is the case, then there is no justification or benefit to using Type-1 MG over Type-2 MG. 
Issue 2-1-1: Which Type of MG is considered together with Pre-MG/NCSG in the WI?

· Option 1: Type-1 MG is not considered with Pre-MG/NCSG in the WI.
· Option 2a: Type-1 MG can be considered with Pre-MG/NCSG in the WI, but there is no requirement when type 1 MG is colliding with pre-MG or NCSG in the same FR.
