3	Justification
The R18 WI enhancement for 700/800/900MHz band combinations is completed in RAN#102. Two UL CA_n5-n8 was removed from the WI during the study because the time is limited. There were other Low-Low bands (<1 GHz) proposed but were not included because there’s no time to complete the new band combinations in R18 timeline. Because every L-L carrier aggregation needs to be analysed specifically, there’s no general references for the UE RF architecture and RF requirements, it’s more efficient to include all of the L-L band combinations into one specific basket WIs.
4	Objective
4.1	Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
Following work is part of the core WI.

· Perform the UE co-existence study for the band combinations.
· Study the UE RF architecture and identify if there’re challenges for UE implementation.
· Define Tib/Rib for the band combinations.
· Define REFRENS degradation for some specific band combinations if it’s needed.
· Define other necessary requirements for some specific band combinations if they are identified to be needed.

For CA_n5-n8, study the feasibility of non-simultaneous n5 DL + n8 UL with the existing specifications [RAN2]
