[bookmark: _GoBack]In Rel-18, the IoT NTN is enhanced to support disabling of HARQ feedback to mitigate impact of HARQ stalling on UE data rates. However, from our understanding, this feature has no impact on demodulation since only HARQ feedback is different comparing to the legacy procedure. The existing Rel-17 IoT NTN demodulation performance requirements can already verify IoT UE baseband processing under NTN scenario. Additional test setup is needed to test the performance with disabled HARQ feedback that will increase the test complexity. To reduce the test effort, we propose to not define any demodulation performance requirements for IoT NTN enhancements.
